FROM THE DESK OF FATHER ANTHONYéééééééééééééééééé 
 

 Have you hit your Lenten stride yet?  It is still early, but we go to the desert today with the Lord to 
be strengthened against fear and temptation.  What is your temptation?  Food and other comforts; power 
and  glory; self -sufficiency without reference to God?  Lent is the time to realize that we need to love    
our souls more than we love our bodies.  How can we do this?  We can begin by resolving to cease bad 
habits.  We have them, even if we do not like to admit it.  Some of these bad habits can be sinful, also.    
Do I talk about others in a detrimental way?  Do I overeat or abuse alcohol?  How is my speech?  Do I 
spend a lot of time on the internet, wasting the precious gift of time?  What about penance?  I know that 
many think ògiving upó something for Lent is old fashioned, but sometimes, if undertaken in the proper 
spirit, it will be helpful to us as we learn to say òNOó to little things.  Ultimately, this self-denial should 
help us to say òNOó to the bigger temptations in life.  What about òadding something,ó also?  We speak   
of giving up or taking away, but we can also perform extra acts of charity, pray a little more (do you know 
where your Rosary is?), visit the sick and shut -ins, give someone a call, do some spiritual reading, and 
spend some time with the Scriptures.  The 40 Days of Lent are meant to be different from the other days 
of the year!  Make profitable use of the time.  Donõt forget ð this Friday is a day of abstinence ð we refrain 
from eating meat on the Fridays of Lent and Good Friday . 
 

 The three pillars of Lent will give direction to these 40 Days.  Prayer, Fasting, and Almsgiving will 
add structure to this time and help us to profit spiritually as we prepare for our Lordõs Passion, Death, 
and Resurrection.  
 

 Just a few reminders as we enter into the Season of Lent ð Stations of the Cross on Friday at 
7:00PM; Saturday morning Mass as 8:00 with the intention of Vocations to the Priesthood; our Penance 
Service on Monday, April 6, at 7:00PM.  The Easter Triduum begins at sundown on Holy Thursday, April 
9, continues on Good Friday, April 10, reaches its high point on Holy Saturday Evening, April 11, with the 
Easter Vigil, and concludes at sundown on Easter Sunday, April 12.

 As you know, volunteers and staff members here in our parish are required to have clearances.
